Mats Theselius designed this chair as a tribute to
one of his favorite architects, Sigurd Lewerentz. The
copper plate that the seat is covered in is taken from
the St Petri church, in Klippan Sweden, designed
by architect Sigurd Lewerentz and built in 1962-66.
The church was one of Lewerentz's last assignments
and one of his most appreciated church projects.
Theselius created the chair with inspiration from the
church's various materials and patterns. The fabric
that adorns the seat is inspired by the pattern on the
church floor. The armrests in ebony are an interpre-
tation of the church window that lies on the outside
of the church body. The whole structure is divided
into different components, as a somewhat unfin-
ished whole, something that Theselius saw as an
important part of the church's design. The copper
plate was only enough for 123 chairs.
